Lessons – 2 hours 
Together, our 14 lessons are designed to cover every aspect of the PSAT/SAT.  Students 
participate in activities that provide test-taking strategies designed to maximize student 
performance on an SAT and PSAT.

1. The fee for the PSAT, SAT, ACT, SAT Subject Tests preparation course is outlined in the fee schedule.  All class materials 
are included in this fee.   Payments must be received by participation in your first activity at KDCP.  Students who are not 
fully paid, or current with their payment plan at this time may be removed from participation at KDCP until payment is 
received.
